defining the undefinable

Literally, it means to rub with oil. 

And we still anoint people 
physically. 

More significantly, it is the seal of 
the Holy Spirit upon a person’s life 
and calling. 



defining the undefinable

We may not be able to define it, 
but we always know when we are 
in the presence of the anointing. 

It flows from minds, hearts, 
mouths and hands, releasing the 
truth and reality of God.

what the anointing accomplishes

Clothes you with power. 

“I am going to send you what my 
Father has promised; but stay in 
the city until you have been 
clothed with power from on 
high.” Luke 24:49



what the anointing accomplishes

Power to BE a person of character. 

Power to DO great things for the 
Kingdom. 



what the anointing accomplishes

Makes you bold. 

“But as for me, I am filled with 
power, with the Spirit of the 
LORD, and with justice and might, 
to declare to Jacob his 
transgression, to Israel his sin.” 
Micah 3:8



what the anointing accomplishes

Is God’s seal upon your life and 
confirms your life message. 

Strengthens the physical body. 

Brings mental clarity.



what the anointing accomplishes

Releases spiritual authority in the 
heavenlies. 

The anointed prayer brings a 
response.

what the anointing accomplishes

Touches & restores your 
emotions.  “Oil of joy” (Hebrews 
1:9) and “Oil of gladness” (Isaiah 
61:?)



what the anointing accomplishes

Can be tangibly felt - both in and 
around you. 

Pours the fragrance of Christ on 
your life.



the fragrance

“Now thanks be to God who 
always leads us in triumph in 
Christ, and through us diffuses the 
fragrance of His knowledge in 
every place. For we are a sweet 
fragrance of Christ unto God” - 2 
Corinthians 2:14-15



what the anointing accomplishes

Brings freedom to serve without self-
consciousness.  

Illuminates God’s Word to you and 
through you. 

Facilitates immediate “downloads” of 
vital information.   Luke 24:32 and 45



what the anointing accomplishes

They asked each other, “Were not 
our hearts burning within us while 
he talked with us on the road and 
opened the Scriptures to us?”

what the anointing accomplishes

Then he opened their minds so 
they could understand the 
Scriptures.

what the anointing accomplishes

Empowers you with authority to 
cast out demons and break Satan’s 
power of people’s lives.  



what the anointing accomplishes

When Jesus had called the Twelve 
together, he gave them power and 
authority to drive out all 
demons and to cure diseases, 2 and 
he sent them out to proclaim the 
kingdom of God and to heal the 
sick.   Luke 9:1

What Can Be Anointed?

“Anoint the tent of meeting, the 
ark of the covenant law,  the table 
and all its articles, the lampstand 
and its accessories, the altar of 
incense, the altar of burnt offering 
and all its utensils, and the basin 
with its stand.” Exodus 30:26-28 



What Can Be Anointed?

“Anoint Aaron and his sons and 
consecrate them so they may serve 
me as priests.” Exodus 30:30 



key things to remember

The Anointing is NOT automatic. 

It comes at a price: ceaseless 
prayer and time in God’s presence. 

To be a man or woman of God, 
first become a man or woman of 
the Word.



key things to remember

Outflow can never exceed inflow.   

You can only bless others when 
you, yourself, have been blessed 
by God.



key things to remember

God’s supernatural extra can only 
be added to your absolute best in 
the natural. 

NEVER ask God to anoint your 
second best.



key things to remember

The Anointing is never a 
substitute for preparation. 

God anoints those who DIE daily 
through the pursuit of Diligence, 
Integrity and Excellence.



diligence

Diligent hands will rule, but 
laziness ends in forced labor. 
Proverbs 12:24  

Be diligent to be found by Him 
without spot or blemish, and at 
peace. 2 Peter 3:14



diligence

God blesses and honors those who Diligently 
seek him and diligently prepare.  Hebrews 11:6 

For you yourselves know how you ought to 
follow our example. We were not idle when we 
were with you, 8 nor did we eat anyone’s food 
without paying for it. On the contrary, we 
worked night and day, laboring and toiling so 
that we would not be a burden to any of you. 2 
Thessalonians 3:7-8



integrity

He anoints those who walk in 
Integrity. 

“I know, my God, that you test the 
heart and are pleased with 
integrity.” 1 Chron. 29:17



integrity

God is watching for the one who 
walks the walk in the grocery 
store, not just in church.  

Mental agreement with a set of 
beliefs is NOT walking the walk.



integrity

Integrity includes our words. 

Never say something about someone 
that you wouldn’t say TO them 

“Set a guard over my mouth, Lord; 
keep watch over the door of my lips.”  
Psalm 141:3 



integrity

Don’t overlook integrity in 
finances. 

Are you paying your bills on time, 
living within your means, debt-
free? 

Do you keep careful accounts?



integrity

At the end of every day, ask 
yourself:  “If every Christian spent 
today in exactly the same way I 
did, would the world be a better 
place tomorrow?”



integrity

Every word, attitude and action of 
ours should be worthy of imitation 

“Therefore I urge you to imitate 
me.…my way of life…which agrees 
with what I teach.” 1 Cor. 4:16-17 



excellence

He anoints the truly excellent - the 
one who devotes herself to the 
study of the Word and to skill 
development in her chosen field. 



excellence

Develop excellence and skill, but 
never rely on skill or effort over the 
anointing. 

“After beginning with the Spirit, 
are you now trying to attain your 
goal by human effort?” Galatians 
3:3



excellence

Excellence is reflected in what we 
say, how we dress, our habits, 
hobbies and lifestyle.  On the job, 
at home, in our car, everywhere 
we go. 



excellence

Be excellent, but beware caring 
more about ‘success’ (however you 
may define that) than the 
anointing. 

The moment the anointing ceases 
to be our #1 priority, it ceases.

Then the woman said to Elijah, 
“Now I know that you are a man 
of God and that the word of 
the Lord from your mouth is the 
truth.” 1 Kings 17:24



evidence of the anointing

At the time of sacrifice, the prophet 
Elijah stepped forward and prayed: 
“Lord, the God of Abraham, Isaac and 
Israel, let it be known today that you are 
God in Israel and that I am your servant 
and have done all these things at your 
command. 37 Answer me, Lord, answer 
me, so these people will know that 
you, Lord, are God, and that you are 
turning their hearts back again.



evidence of the anointing

Then the fire of the Lord fell and 
burned up the sacrifice, the wood, 
the stones and the soil, and also 
licked up the water in the 
trench. When all the people saw this, 
they fell prostrate and cried, 
“The Lord—he is God! The Lord—he 
is God!”   - 1 Kings 18:36-39 



evidence of the anointing

Manifested Fruit of the Holy Spirit 
- in attitudes, moods, words and 
deeds. 

Passion for the lost. 

Compassion for the hurting.



evidence of the anointing

Jesus permeates your personality. 

Is recognized by others. 

Example of Jesus: People are 
drawn to you, listen to you and 
want to host you.



evidence of the anointing

You will stir up fierce love and 
loyalty…and unhinged envy. 

You leave a trail of blessing 
wherever you go.



evidence of the anointing

The radiance of God shows on 
your face: people cannot miss it. 

“Those who look to him are 
radiant.”  Psalm 34:5
